What is a bug bounty programme ?

A A structured initiative where ethical hackers are invited to identify and
responsibly report security vulnerabilities in a specific system

A Participants are rewarded with monetary bounties or recognition based on
the severity and impact of the vulnerabilities they discover

A The European Commission has a long tradition of working with bug bounty
providers since 2019, through initiatives such as EAFOSSA and FOSSEPS,
to better secure open source projects used by public administrations

A These companies(bug bounty providers)offer triage services to validate
reports, reduce the workload on internal teams manage incentive schemes
and ensure quality before forwarding findings
